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TTC PROPOSAL IDEA FORM
RFP20 (FALL 2010)


NOTE: This idea form is not a required element of TTC’s proposal submission process.  However, for proposers unfamiliar with the organization and its member companies, it can be a very effective way to receive some quick feedback on a proposed project.

INSTRUCTIONS

1.	Required Fields:  Items on the form marked with an asterisk are required fields, and forms submitted without this information will not be considered.  We strongly encourage you to fill out all other fields; ballpark estimates are acceptable in this phase.

2.	Title:  Fill in a descriptive title for your proposed project idea.

3.	Name:  Insert the name of the Principal Investigator(s).

4.	Phone:  Enter a daytime phone where interested parties can readily reach you to have questions answered.

5.	Company/Institution:  List all parties who are tentatively slated to participate in the project (i.e., XYZ Company and/or ABC University).

6.	Email:  Enter the email address you check most frequently.

7.	Address:  Include the full address at your location.

8.	Date:  Fill in the date you are submitting this form.

9.	Duration:  Put down the time period you estimate it will take to complete the project (the maximum possible duration of a project in this solicitation is 12 months).

10.	Total Dollars:  Estimate the total cost of your project.  This number should include the total dollars requested from TTC plus your match contribution.  This is a tentative number and may subsequently be changed to accommodate refinements in the project proposal.

11.	Potential TTC Member Interest:  List any TTC Member companies you have already discussed this idea with or whom you believe would be interested.  A current listing of Member companies can be found at http://www.techcollaborative.org/default.aspx?id=ttc_member_companies.

12.	Brief Description:  In 350 words or less, succinctly describe your project idea, research plan, and the main outcomes that will be generated by the project.  

13.	Milestones:  Generally describe the main technical milestones you hope to accomplish over the duration of a successful project.  These will change as the project scope becomes refined, but an estimate of how the project will be carried out will be helpful to potential advisors.

14.	Deliverables:  Indicate as specifically as possible what tangibles will be realized from your project and in approximately what timeframe (e.g., July 11-August 11 – Test completed,  September 11 - October 11:  Laboratory characterization of product, and delivery of a prototype to Advisor/partner for evaluation).  Assume a project start date of 5/1/11.  Obviously this will be a best estimate and will be more fully developed as the project scope is refined.
